THE ENGLISH ONLINE INTERVIEW

Over the next couple of weeks all students in Years Prep, One and Two will be working with their
classroom teacher to complete the English Online Interview.

The English Online Interview is a mandated assessment to be used for all Prep 1 2 students in
Victorian Government Schools. It replaces the Assessment of Reading P-2 Program, which teachers
have had to complete in the past.

The English Online Interview takes the form of an interview between the teacher and the child, with
responses being recorded by the teacher in an online system. It assesses each student against all
dimensions of the English VELS (reading, writing, and speaking and listening) and provides the
teacher with comprehensive information about student achievement.

Together with all the other information your chil d
information gained by conducting these interview will be used by the teacher when compiling each
childbébs end of year report.

This information will also be used by the school and by the Department to assess how our school is
performing, in the area of Literacy, in relation to other schools in the state. In future years this data will
also provide us with information as to how our students are developing over a number of years.

As a large component of the English Online Interview needs to be done onaone i to1 one basis, you

may see some other teacherdéds in your childés cl ass
keep this disruption to a minimum, but as you wunde
to work with your child through this activity.

STUDENT VSN NUMBER

Introduction of the Victorian Student Number

Our school is working with the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development
to allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to each student at the school.

The VSN is a student identification number that is being assigned to all students in

government and non -government schools, and students in Vocational Education and

Training Institutions. The number, which is unique to each student, will be used as a key
identifier on a studentds school records, a
her education, until reaching the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, randomly assigned,

and tied to stable information about the student (name, gender, date of birth).

The introduction of the Victorian Student Number will provide the capability to accurately
detect patterns of student movement through, and departure from, the Victorian education
and training system. It will greatly improve the collection and analysis of timely and
accurate data about education in Victoria. The Department collects information to track
improvements made to the education system, identify areas that require further
improvement, and to analyse trends and identify future needs. The VSN will improve the
accuracy, reliability and completeness of this information, providing a better basis for
assessing needs and developing policies to meet them.

You will see the VSN appear on student report cards, enrolment confirmations, and exit
confirmations.
