STAFFING AND GRADE STRUCTURES FOR 2010 

Throughout November and early December we will be working on our class 
structures and student combinations for next year. Changes in student num-
bers and staffing combinations usually cause us to reshape our proposed 
class structures several times throughout this term. 
At this stage it is vital that we are made aware of any circumstances that may 
impact on our enrolment numbers. Please let us know urgently if you intend 
to enrol a child at our school, if you are aware of people in our community 
who will be enrolling or if you intend to transfer to another school. We desper-
ately require this information as soon as possible in order to establish grade 
structures for the start of the new school year. If you will not be at Tecoma in 
2010 please notify the school office in writing as soon as possible. Thankyou.  

PRODUCTION: 
We are into the last week of rehearsals in preparation for our whole school 
production. From the sounds and the rehearsals I have seen and heard, it is 
going to be a great event.  
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There has been a rush for tickets in the past week. We are holding the event over 2 nights due to the 
number of people who wish to attend. To avoid disappointment, please make sure you contact the office if 
you have not already bought your tickets. If any are not sold by tomorrow (Friday) , we will open them up 
to grandparents etc who may not have been able to come due to the 4 tickets per family limitation. 

I have had some parents ask if the children need to be there both nights. The answer to that is ñyes!ò It 
may mean car pooling if you canôt make it both nights but the idea of a whole school production is that all 
the children participate. Much time has been put in by class teachers in the choreography and to see gaps 
in the formation on stage would be hugely disappointing for the children but also the audience who have 
come along to see the show. Please make every effort to have your child/children there both nights. 

The photos were taken on Wednesday of thr children in their costumes and orders can be placed at the 
school office. A DVD is also available for purchase of both nights as per the letter I sent home on Tues-
day.   

Tomorrow the children have a practice in our school hall and on Wednesday, all the children will be going 
by bus for a rehearsal to Ringwood Secondary College. The permission notices for this went home this 
week. It promises to be a great 2 nights of entertainment.  

 

NAPLAN RESULTS: 

This week, the parent of students in grades 3 and 5 will be receiving their childôs NAPLAN results. This 
information comes from tests completed by the students back in May. The NAPLAN is a national assess-
ment and reporting program. The NAPLAN Assessment Program is made up of tests in English (Reading, 
Writing and Spelling) and Mathematics. This test is also completed in year 7 and year 9. 

These tests provide an indication as to how your child is progressing and where your child could benefit 
from greater challenges or extra help. It is important to understand no single test can give a complete pic-
ture as to your childôs progress and is a snapshot of that childôs performance on one particular day. We 
encourage parents to discuss the results that come back with your childôs teacher if you have any con-
cerns.  

Staff have already spent some time this week, analysing aggregated results of the NAPLAN data and dis-
cussing implications for our school. Further discussion and action is also planned.  

STEP INTO PREP TRANSITION PROGRAM: 

This Friday, prospective prep students for next year will complete the second last session of our prep tran-
sition program. We now have 47 preps enrolled for next year. If you know of any families whose children 
may be attending Tecoma in prep next year, please remind them to send their forms to Leanne at the of-
fice. There are 4 more dates that prep parents need to keep in their calendar. They are: 

- The last transition session on October 23, 2009. 

- Prep Parent Information Evening is on Thursday 26th November at 7.30pm. Supper will be pro-
vided. 

- Orientation day on Tuesday 8th December from 9.30 ï 11am which will include activity sessions in 
their 2010 classes. 

- Prep Buddies Picnic on Thursday 10th December at 12.30 ï 1.15pm where buddies will be an-
nounced and children are encouraged to bring along their favourite stuffed toy to show their older 
buddy.

The funding for this was all provided under the National School Pride program, as part of the Federal Gov-
ernments Economic Stimulus Package. Much needed but also much appreciated funding. 

As you would have seen also, unfortunately we had to lose some trees to fall in line with regulations re-
garding fire refuges. As mentioned in the previous newsletter, works will be undertaken on the hall includ-
ing shuttering to upgrade the hall to refuge status. We are told this will be completed by October 31.
